Outcomes on entry in mainstream show that 
46% of the 2s cohort and 71% of the 3s cohort 
are meeting age related milestones in the 
prime aspects of learning. 
Data at the end of the year, will show 
significantly more children meeting milestones 
in the prime areas of learning:- 

• Individual data for the 4 identified 

children will show that their outcomes 

have improved compared to entry and 

attendance has improved  

• Staff will be empowered to support 

parents of children with needs and 

parents with needs 

• Attention autism will be delivered and 

impact positively on SEND outcomes – gap 

in PSED will be narrowed from 25 months 

and in CL from 28 months 

• Children identified for intervention have 

had needs met and a higher percentage 

are meeting milestones on exit

69% of the 2s cohort working at milestones 
compared to 46% on entry 
79% of the 3s cohort working at milestones 
compared to 71% on entry  

Attendance improved 62% > 88% 
Meeting all milestones and punctuality significantly 
improved as a result  
 
Attendance improved 80% > 90% 
Had intervention and support for CL and working at 
milestones and ready for school. Family supported with 
food vouchers and removed from CP June 2023 as a 
result of improved engagement 

Provide meals for 
vulnerable funded two year 
old and funded three year  

Support family in crisis and 
enable the family to access 
longer session at nursery to 
impact on attendance (currently 
61%) and PSED/CL outcomes
